How
can you give Him control of it?

Celebration - Where have you seen victory over sin in the
last week? Where have you recently been encouraged in
your walk with Jesus?

Pray: James tells us that a community that regularly confesses
sin and prays for each other will see a lot of healing. Confess
your sins to God in prayer and pray for each other. Pray for the
Spirit to work in you as you take steps of repentance.
