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I. Scripture Discussion

Read Exodus 20:1-6, Exodus 32:1-6, and Hebrews 7:23-28 out
loud. Spend some time silently reflecting and journaling the following
questions as a LifeGroup. (These questions can be used with any
passage of the Bible to study on your own.)

« What stands out from the passage?
« What does the passage reveal to us about God?

« What does the passage reveal to us about people?

Share with one another what you thought and wrote about.

II. Sermon Discussion

What stood out from the sermon that was beneficial for you? Why is that?

In the sermon, we said God’s people were influenced by two pressures
in Exodus 32 - their surroundings and their expectations of God.

« What examples have you seen in the broader culture of God
being shaped into their own image (politics, sexuality, social
media, etc)? How has that impacted you?

In Exodus 32:1, God’s people complain when God does not answer on
their timeline.
« When God does not meet your expectations, what idols do you
turn to? Why is that?
In the sermon, we said Jesus is the great high priest - a better Aaron. If
we want to know what God is really like, we look to Jesus.

« What’s one thing you can do this week to focus more on Jesus
rather than on yourself and/or your environment?

Are there any questions that come to mind on the text/topic? If you
have a question, text it to 855-855-0655. Throughout the year,
we’ll choose a few of the texts we’ve received to discuss and answer on
our podcast.

Pray: Before moving on to Engage the Heart, let’s ask God to help us
apply this week’s passage to our lives.

ENGAGE THE HEART:

Jesus calls us to abide with Him and confess our sins to God and
each other. Through confession and community, God’s Spirit works
to lead us to repentance and walk further in the light. (John 15:4, 1
John 1:8-9, James 5:16, and 1 John 1:5-10)

Suggested Time: 20-40 minutes

Formation - How are you doing abiding with Jesus (Bible reading
and prayer)? What’s He teaching you this week?

Confession - What sin(s) do you need to confess to God? What
are you struggling to trust Jesus with this week? How can you give
Him control of it?

Consider using the Gospel Fluency Tool or the Digging
Deeper chart as people share.

If you're attending Recovery this semester, what are you
learning so far? What is Jesus teaching you there?

Celebration - Where have you seen victory over sin in the last
week? Where have you recently been encouraged in your walk with
Jesus?

Pray: James tells us that a community that regularly confesses sin and
prays for each other will see a lot of healing. Confess your sins to God
in prayer and pray for each other. Pray for the Spirit to work in you as
you take steps of repentance.
